The January 2023 trip to Jackson and New Orleans will
feature exciting interactions with southern history, reflections on social justice, and conversations
with members of southern Jewish communities.

Thursday, January 12 | New Orleans
Arrive in New Orleans on Thursday evening and check
into the hotel. Included meal: dinner.

Friday, January 13 | New Orleans

Take a bus and walking tour of Jewish New Orleans
with local experts | Grab lunch at Rimon, the kosher
farm-to-table restaurant at Tulane Hillel | Visit the
Museum of the Southern Jewish Experience | Attend
Shabbat services at Touro Synagogue. Included meals:
breakfast, lunch, and dinner.

Saturday, January 14 | New Orleans

Tour Whitney Plantation, an award-winning museum
that centers the experiences of enslaved people in its
interpretation | Grab lunch at Kosher Cajun, a Jewish
deli with a New Orleans twist | Visit the National World
War Il Museum | Catch a show at Preservation Hall.
Included meals: breakfast, lunch, and dinner.

Sunday, January 15 | Jackson

Drive to Jackson, Mississippi, in time for lunch | Spend the afternoon at the Mississippi Civil Rights
Museum and the Museum of Mississippi History | Enjoy dinner with Institute of Southern Jewish
Life staff members at Beth Israel Congregation in Jackson. Included meals: breakfast, lunch, and
dinner.



Monday, January 16 | Jackson

Spend the morning touring Jackson State University
and the COFO Civil Rights Education Center, learning
about Jackson’s civil rights history | Drive back to New
Orleans to catch an afternoon flight, or fly home from
Jackson | Return to California with a new perspective
on Jewish life in the South. Included meals: breakfast
and lunch.

Budget details

The per-person tour cost includes:

All museum visits, tour guides, congregational visits, and other activities.
Wraparound tour guiding services, including pre-trip orientation and on-the-ground
leadership from ISJL staff.

With 30 students:

o 4 nights in limited-service hotel rooms, 30 students in triple occupancy (10 rooms),
and 5 temple staff members and 1ISJL guide in single occupancy (6 rooms) to
include room rate, taxes, and fees.
